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Review document and delete sensitive text,
diagrams, tables and images using the techniques
described. Turn off Track Changes, Comments,
and other visible markups. Rename document to
remove sensitive information and to indicate
manual redaction has been completed.
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Open new blank Word document, and select and
copy data into it. This step removes residual
document composition information (except data
associated with the default template!). Selecting
and copying section by section is a good way to
verify that redaction was done correctly.
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Convert Word document to PDF (here using
PDFMaker). Review final output PDF for
missed redactions, or formatting issues.
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
